The Ontonagon Area Scholarship Foundation (OASF) is a 501(c)(3) foundation funded by donations from individuals, families, estates, memorials, civic organizations, businesses, employee groups, and an annual solicitation drive.

The goal of the Ontonagon Area Scholarship Foundation is to build an endowment to provide all Ontonagon Area High School (OAHS) graduates with funding for four years of post high school educational tuition and room and board.  Since its founding in 1984, the OASF has awarded 629 scholarships to help students achieve their post high school educational goals.
Any 2019 graduate, in good standing and with a high school grade point average of at least 2.00 at the end of the first semester of this school year, may apply for a scholarship.  Scholarship awards from the OASF will be announced at Commencement.  

Scholarship recipients will be paid in the summer of 2020 to those students who have: 

a) Successfully completed the equivalent of 24 semester hours of credit at any accredited post-secondary college, university, or technical school;

b) Earned a minimum grade point average of 2.00 on a four-point scale (C average); and
c) Provided by July 12, 2020, an official copy of his/her transcript of the completed academic year to the OASF, PO Box 92, Ontonagon, MI, 49953.
Recipients not meeting the minimum requirements may request a                            deferment in writing.  Letters must be sent to the Ontonagon Area Scholarship Foundation (PO Box 92, Ontonagon, MI, 49953) no later than November 29, 2020 to avoid a forfeit of the award.

Students entering military service after high school graduation are eligible for an award for future secondary education. These students should apply now with their class and may request a deferment as noted above.
